Guide to your Cottage

Departure Time

Departure time is 10.00am. We would be very grateful
if you would adhere to this time as it allows us time to
prepare the cottage for the next guests.

Clean Bed Linen
Bed linen and towels are changed on Saturdays.

Heating

There are two night storage heaters, one in the living room
and one in the twin bedroom, controls for input and output
are on each heater. There is an electric bar/convector heater
in the living room and two small convector heaters for the
bedrooms upstairs.

Water Heating
Electric emersion heater in airing cupboard which remains on
constantly throughout your stay.

Refuse Collection

Refuse is collected early on Monday (7.00 — 8.00am). We
would appreciate it if you are able to put the wheelie bin at
the end of the terrace on Sunday evening. There is no
collection on Bank Holiday Mondays.

Fire Extinguisher and Blanket
There is a fire extinguisher in the hall cupboard and a fire
blanket on the wall in the kitchen.

Shoes
Please check your shoes for tar and oil before entering the
lounge.

Electrical Appliances
Make sure all electrical appliances are switched off when
leaving the house.

Outside Lights

There is an automatic security light that comes on as you
approach the property. The switch for the patio light is inside
the living room behind the curtain next to the door.

Curtains
Please use the cord system to open and close the living
room curtains. Cord pulls on both sides.

Telephone

There is reception for mobile phones on Orange, Vodafone,
02 and T-Mobile networks throughout the cottage and
garden. Signals are generally stronger towards the sea.
There are telephone kiosks opposite The Old Boathouse and
The OIld Success in the cove and outside the Post Office in
Sennen.

In floor of courtyard outside kitchen window.

Fuse Box

The fuse box is in the cupboard in hall (fuses and fuse wire in
the wall tidy hung up).

Torch and nightlight candles in this cupboard in the wall tidy
for electricity failure use.

Parking

Garage number 3 (navy blue door) is for your use, also
parking outside house for one vehicle. Additional car parking
(pay and display) available in public car parks in the cove.

Kitchen

Please do not cut on the worktops but use the glass boards
provided. These will also withstand hot saucepans. Avoid
using scouring pads on non-stick saucepans etc.

Furniture Care

Only use a damp cloth for wiping the leather suite. Do not
use polishes. Do NOT use solvent based polished on the
coffee table, wipe over with a <clean dry cloth.
